Many Hong Kong people have concerns about the ethics of Journalism in Hong Kong. They are interested in
news about the city and the entertainment industry. However, some local news are often inaccurate, hence giving
the public wrong information. Therefore, some people demand the government to monitor the media for accuracy.
Whether to censor our local media is a big question for both the government and citizens. But one thing is
certain: the media in Hong Kong does have many problems.

Firstly, some news is exaggerated and some news is even created by the media. They do so to increase sales
by attracting readers in order to have higher profits. Creating attractive news, especially in the entertainment
industry, is common, when they see that it can be very effective gaining the interest and attention of the readers’.
So, it is not rare for the media to make up stories or to distort the truths.

Secondly, the methods of reporting commonly used by the media are terrible and disturbing. The paparazzi
follow their targets to gather information around the clock. The targets are harassed no matter when and what
they are doing, such as working in the office sitting at home or even changing their clothes. This seriously violates
one’s privacy. In 2006, the photos of a famous local artist Gillian Chung while changing her clothes were
publicised. This is so unfair to Gillian. The paparazzi should definitely be controlled so as to preserve and respect
one’s privacy and freedom.

Some editors argue that they should have their freedom of publishing and reporting. Therefore, they think that
it is legally alright for them to report their news. It is obviously their excuse to report in the above mentioned ways.
Yes, every person in Hong Kong has their freedom of speech and expression; however, the news reported should
not be falsified and should not violate others’ privacy. Both publicising untrue news and disturbing one’s privacy
are illegal.

To deal with the above problems, legislation would be a logical way to deter the media from immoral behaviour.
Laws should be set up to monitor the media. This does not mean censorship but prevents unethical incidents
from happening again.

No one would argue that legislation is a rather passive action. In a more fundamental and preventive
perspective, providing professional training to the press and education the public would be considered to be
proactive and hence indispensable in monitoring and improving the media ethics.

Besides the government, the media itself should do something to increase its credibility. It is a great way for
them to censor themselves before publication. Providing true information, the press would win the trustfrom the
public and thus their credibility would be increased.

With both the help of the government and the co-operation from the media, the problems of the media can be

solved, and the citizens can enjoy reading the news. /
