1. Mother-tongue Teaching
Except for English Language, the mother tongue is used as the primary medium of instruction.

2. School-based English Curriculum

The school-based English curriculum consolidates the foundation while developing students' learning
interests. The junior secondary curriculum emphasizes cultivating students' reading ability, enriching
vocabulary and enhancing grammar. The senior secondary curriculum emphasizes application and
answering skills. In order to effectively bridge any gap, the English Department has developed special
writing training for students of the Junior and Senior Secondary levels to consolidate their basic knowledge
and improve their writing skills.

Teachers use different learning and teaching strategies during English lessons, such as collaborative
learning, group discussion, role-playing and e-learning, to motivate students and cater for learner diversity.
Outside the classroom, teachers organize various learning activities to give students more opportunities to

Speaking Students

Our curriculum provides all students with essential
life-long learning experiences for whole person
development and equips them to meet future
challenges. Language barriers might present a
challenge for NCS students in adapting to the local
education system, pursuing further studies, and
looking for employment. With this thought in mind, we
are proud to share and further bolster the following
measures to support NCS students in our school.

Tailor-made Learning Support

The support we provide for NCS students comes at
crucial stages of their learning — from Secondary 1
to 6. We put forth the following measures to make
a smooth transition from primary to secondary
education:

e Pull-out Learning

We have hired a well-trained NCS teacher to support
NCS students who get taken out of class from their
regular classroom to receive fundamental Chinese
literacy instruction.

e Group Learning

Group learning in non-Chinese lessons provides NCS
students with opportunities to collaborate with their
Chinese-speaking peers.

e School-based Chinese Language Curriculum

We have designed a school-based Chinese language
curriculum with multifarious learning experiences to
build NCS students' confidence in using and speaking
Chinese. We have also adapted teaching materials to
cater for students' needs.

e After-school Homework Support Class

We have provided after-school homework support
classes to give NCS students in need extra individual
guidance.

e The International General Certificate of Secondary
Education (IGCSE) curriculum

The IGCSE curriculum is developed to prepare NCS
students for the IGCSE Chinese examination to attain
the alternative Chinese qualification in the Hong
Kong Diploma of Secondary Education Examination
(HKDSE).

e Cross-curricular Collaboration

Chinese teachers work collaboratively with other Key
Learning Area (KLA) teachers to conduct curriculum
mapping and design cross-curricular activities to
enhance NCS students' Chinese proficiency for
learning content subjects in Chinese.

e Summer Bridging Programme

The Summer Bridging Programme is designed to help
NCS students adapt to the new learning environment
and gain exposure to Chinese in a Chinese-medium
school environment.

e Special Examination Arrangements

We make our utmost effort to cater for NCS students
with special needs and we try our best to enable
them to take the examination in a fair and appropriate
setting.

Inclusive Learning Environment

A hallmark at our school is the "Learning by Doing"
approach in which we believe experiential learning
experiences can help NCS students find a way
to excellence. Students learn best when they are
given the chance to truly immerse themselves
in an authentic learning environment and social
settings where NCS students can learn with and
from Chinese-speaking peers, and comprehend the
language or concepts they are learning. Therefore,
our school provides a variety of educational and
recreational activities such as Hong Kong Schools
Speech Festival, visits, study trips, sporting events,
club activities, academic competitions and community
services to implement the said approach.

Home-school Collaboration

Home-school collaboration is an important step in
supporting NCS students' positive engagement in
learning and social aspects of school life. Coupled
with the crucial role of parents, we can achieve our
goals of helping NCS students integrate to a far-
greater extent. As such, the school:

e Equips parents with information on school choices
and career paths for their children.
